GCB 2010 – Analysis for Malaysia
1. Corruption levels around the world are seen as increasing over the past 3 years.
· Almost 6 out of 10 report that corruption in their country have increased over time. 
· In the case of Malaysia it is 5 out of 10.
· The biggest increase is perceived by respondents in N America and Europe almost 7 out of 10.
· 
2. Institutions. Political parties are identified as the most corrupt institution around the world with 8 out of 10 consider political parties as corrupt or extremely corrupt followed by civil service, the judiciary. Parliaments and the police.
· In Malaysia  case the ranking of the institutions are as follows: the police (4.1),  political parties (4.0) , civil servant and private business ( sector (tie – at 3.3) Judiciary (3.0)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]This indicates that there is need to institute reform in the regulatory framework over political parties and for more accountability from the police. Attention also is need to fight corruption in the private sector.

3. Experience of petty bribery
· 9% of respondent in Malaysia indicated paying bribe to receive attention in the past 12 months. This is lower that the Asia pacific  average of 18%
· Comparing with key Asian countries the experience of Malaysia is not alarming and can be considered good.  
i. Singapore (9%), Hong Kong (5%) china (9%)
ii. Thailand (23%), Vietnam (44%), Indonesia (18%), Cambodia (84%), Philippines (16%)

4. Effectiveness of government to fight corruption
· Across the world, one in two consider their government ‘s action to be ineffective to stop corruption.
· In Malaysia, when compared with similar figures for last year there is a significant shift in improvement as show by the table below:
